The Book of Revelation is the most easily misunderstood and misused portion of Scripture in the entire Bible.  The Apocalypse of John, as it is sometimes called, is the Gospel of Jesus Christ, the lamb that was slain, written in the genre of an abstract painting.  With its extensive use of symmetry and symbolism, John brings the Word of the Risen Christ in all his glory to seven literal historical churches in Asia Minor at the very end of the first century.  In a context of severe persecution they are praised and corrected in order to gird them up so that they will not fall away but overcome in the hostile environment of the 1st century Roman world in which they find themselves.  The ones who have ears to hear and hearts to follow the way of the lamb will be victorious in the end and a part of a holy, pure and spotless bride that will share in the wedding supper of the lamb for all eternity.  In the meantime, we are called to be faithful no matter what.  Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn from among the dead is with us in the midst of whatever this world throws at us.  Come each of the four evening sessions of our East Central Renewal meetings and participate in the Book Study of Revelation.
