We would like to update everyone on the medical status of Alexis Raber since her fall in January. She has undergone many tests and studies, which have led to the diagnosis of Kleine-Levin Syndrome which was a result of her concussion. This is a very rare syndrome that doctors are still studying and learning about. It affects the body in a combination of neurological, behavioral, and emotional symptoms all at once. The symptoms can come and go for 8-14 years (as in some cases), but she will eventually overcome them. The episodes seem to last up to a week at this time, with perfectly normal behavior in between. During these times she experiences many things: short term memory loss, confusion, anxiety, sleeps a lot, has a loss of appetite, little or no energy, and also has some twitches. The syndrome also eliminates some buffers that are normally in place, such as rudeness and mannerisms. We are asking that you not take anything she may say offensive. We are asking that if your child sees any of these signs to go get an adult and let them know.  We are asking for continued prayers as our family makes adjustments to the journey God has given us and that the symptoms shorten quickly.
