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Using the efforts of volunteers, SWAP repairs sub-standard housing in eastern Kentucky. Participants work with and for local clients "In the name of Christ", sharing the message of God's love and building relationships that serve to enrich all involved.
SWAP provides an opportunity to "put feet to your faith" by ministering to the communities of Appalachia for a week, month, year or more.
