Jackie and Andy as well as the volunteers were kept fueled daily by ice cream treats and soda in glass bottles which Mr. Ron provided for the group! He continues to grow more and more excited each day as he dreams about moving into his new home.

 
DULZURA, CALIFORNIA

Disaster: 2007 Wildfires

The last two weeks we have had groups from Canada join us. By joint effort, the siding and exterior paint has been finished on all three houses. The drywall has been hung and the mudding started at the B-V house. Once the inspections passed on Thursday, drywall hanging was started at the C and Z houses. Brush and weeds were cleared at the T house so it would pass the fire code inspection, which is scheduled for today. If it passes, the family will be able to move in (the temperature in their trailer has been between 115° and 120° F the last few days). 

GREEN VALLEY LAKES, CALIFORNIA

Disaster: 2007 Slide Wildfires-RV Project

Monday morning, LeRoy brought five of his nephews along when he came to work. They were all attending a family reunion at Big Bear and we needed the help to lift the front wall. The wall was in place quickly and work continued. All the walls are now up and inside walls are complete as well. 

NEW ORLEANS, LOUISIANA
Disaster: 2005 Gulf Coast Hurricanes

This project is available to small groups with skilled crew leaders and cooks through October.

PASS CHRISTIAN, MISSISSIPPI
Disaster: 2005 Gulf Coast Hurricanes
The three graduates from the Disaster Management Program at Hesston College have been quite amazing and a pleasure to work with. Jordan, Hope and Rudy have not only learned new skills in carpentry, drywall finishing and floor installation, they have learned them while managing crews of their own.

Mrs. H.'s house is inching toward completion; this week the kitchen cabinets were installed and the trim applied throughout the house. We expect the electrician, the plumber and the HVAC technician to finish their work later next week or early the following week. Mrs. H. grows more excited each day.

STEVENS VILLAGE, ALASKA

Disaster: 2009 Yukon River Flood

Volunteers arrived Monday in Stevens Village to start this part of the Alaska project. The Yukon River flooded 

homes in Stevens Village this spring. Most of the work will be flooring repair with some drywall and insulation work. The barge bringing building materials, tools and supplies for the crew arrived on Saturday night after a week of delays. Travel upriver was hampered by sandbars. 

WINNIPEG, MANITOBA

Youth Project

On the third floor, three rooms had the taping and mudding completed and were primed. Two of those rooms had some of the finish work started, the bathroom doors were hung and the windows were framed and started casing. What a blessing to have a carpenter as part of the group from Manitoba!

One room was gutted, making a total of eight rooms that we have worked on, which was our goal. One room had the drywall started and completed, and we began the taping in two rooms.
