CELEBRATING THE 20TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE CHRISTIAN CHURCH IN MONOGLIA

            According to literature,                              all the 1856 London Bible Society copies of the Mongolian Bible were destroyed by Communists in the 20th Century.  But in 1970, an unbelieving student at Bowdoin College - Brunswick, Maine found one when they were moving the library.  The librarian didn't want to keep it because it "wasn't old" and no one had checked it out for 50 years.  The student asked if he could keep it and the librarian said, "Sure."

Forty-one years later this now-believing graduate presented this 155-year-old Mongolian Bible to the Mongolian Evangelical Alliance at this year’s 20th anniversary of the modern Mongolian Church.  It's probably the only copy left and perhaps the oldest surviving Mongolia Bible.

Praise God for the perseverance of His Word and Spirit in Mongolia as the church celebrates its 20th anniversary.   The church has grown from just a few followers of Christ in the early 1990s to an estimated 50,000-60,000 believers today.
